The South African won the 54-hole event by nine shots over
compatriot Bobbi Brown to clinch the title on a one-under-par
total of 215.

Extreme Heat

When entering Leopard Creek, you
will be in an unrestricted wildlife area
where you may encounter wild
animals and/or reptiles.
